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Boaz Vaadia Sculpture
In New York City

October 3, 2007 - January 1, 2008

Eleven large sculptures by the internationally known sculptor 
Boaz Vaadia will be simultaneously on view in various locations 
in New York City from October 3, 2007 through January 1, 2008.  
A combination of four permanently placed and seven temporarily 
installed sculptures will be exhibited.  A portion of this exhibition is 
included in “Art in the Parks - Celebrating 40 Years of Public Art.”    

This is an especially unique opportunity for the public to view Vaadia’s 
work at multiple sites throughout nature and the urban environment; 
the format allows Vaadia’s pieces to move beyond a static location 
and to become an opportunity for a moving meditation throughout 
upper Manhattan.

Boaz Vaadia is an internationally recognized sculptor 
who has been working in New York City for over 30 years. Vaadia’s 
work is sited in many private and public collections and museums 
throughout the world, such as the Metropolitan Museum of Art in 

New York City, The Museum 
of Modern Art in San 
Francisco, and the Tokyo 
Metropolitan Teien Museum 
in Japan.

As a sculptor who grew up 
on a farm, Vaadia is inspired 
by the nature around him. 
Vaadia says of his work, 
“I work with nature as an 
equal partner. That’s still the 
strongest thing I deal with 
today, that primal connection 

of man to earth. It’s in the materials I use, the environments I make 
and the way I work.” His work appears as though created by natural 
forces, such as wind and water; they look simultaneously ancient 
and futuristic, as if the workmanship forms a bridge from the Stone 
Age to the digital age. The figure’s rounded forms are anonymous 
and elemental creating universality and a model of humanity to 
which all viewers can relate.

The stone pieces are made of bluestone, which is used throughout 
the city for sidewalks and landscaping. Each stone is hand carved, 
chiseled, and chipped in the manner of ancient arrowheads. Vaadia 
then stacks these gradated bluestone pieces into a stratified 
human form that echoes how 
sediment is naturally layered 
in rock. The boulders used by 
Vaadia were brought to the 
New York Bay Area during 
the Ice Age and are part of 
the natural forces that formed 
Manhattan.  Vaadia casts 
select stone pieces in bronze.
